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Dartmouth Adult Services Centre (DASC) provides pro-
grams and services to those with an intellectual disability 
residing in Dartmouth.  DASC provides meaningful work 
and activities for their clients aimed at teaching work-
appropriate habits and life skills that will prepare them for 
a better future.   
 
A plan to build a new, 26,000-square-foot facility in Burn-
side is now underway. The project is estimated to cost $3.5 
million.  This facility will allow DASC to improve and ex-
pand their programs and ultimately provide greater sup-
port for the community.
